According to the EN378standard, the room must be at least 1 m3 per 8 g of cooling
agent. The amount of refrigerant in the appliance is stated on the data plate inside
the appliance.

3. Pre-installation

Before installation

Unpack the appliance and check for any transportation damage. In the event of
damage, please contact the transportation company to make sure that the dam-
age is noted on the delivery documents. Do not use a damaged product. Contact
the manufacturer if the cooler is damaged.

If item list is provided in the manual, check that all the components are included
and correct. Contact the manufacturer if parts are missing.

Location

The appliance should be installed in a dry, well-ventilated room indoors. The room
temperature should not move above or below the temperature range for which
the appliance is designed. A high ambient temperature in a room will increase the
appliance’s energy consumption.

The appliance should not be installed where it is exposed to direct sunlight or
directly adjacent to a heat producing appliance such as an oven or a radiator.

Installation instructions of middle partition extension:
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One piece of plastic middle partition extension plus three screws.




How to fix the plastic middle partition extension with metal middle partition to-
gether?

1. A scissor or knife can easily cut the plastic partition. Take it out of its plastic
bag and cut it to a suitable size according to your individual kitchen appli-
ance. Be careful not to hurt yourself.

2. There are three holes on the metal middle partition of the wine cooler (on the

bottom of the cooler).

There are three holes on the plastic middle partition extension.

4. Take out the three screws from the plastic bag, then use a screwdriver to fix
the two partitions together with the screws as shown on the image below.
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Ventilation

The air at the back panel of the appliance will warm up. This warm air must be
able to escape. Your appliance is designed to provide this ventilation. Air inlets
and outlets must not be covered or blocked in any way. This will reduce the appli-
ance’s capacity and increase power consumption.

Cut height to floor level

Attaching the handle

1. Separate the gasket from the door gently and put away the gasket. Protect it
from deforming or damage.

2. Attach the handle on the outside of the door by fixing the screws with washers
from the inside of the door.

Installing the appliance

1. Make sure your mains connection is accessible.

2. Align the appliance to the height of the recess by adjusting the adjustable feet.

3. Connect the power cord.

4. Slide the appliance into the recess. Make sure the power cord does not get
wedged. The appliance should not be in direct contact with the floor when slid-
ing it into place since this could damage the floor.

5. Cut an opening in the plinth for the supplied air grille and mount it by using
four screws.

Before using for the first time
Clean the inside of the cooler (see cleaning and maintenance section). Wait for

1- 1.5 hours after placing the appliance in its final position to allow the refrigerant
to settle before connecting it to the mains power supply.
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5. Control panel & operation instructions

5.1 Switching the cooler on/off
Press and hold the power button for 6 seconds to switch the wine cooler ON/OFF.

5.2 Temperature settings
CAVE 30 BU DZ and CAVE 60 BU DZ
The preset temperature is 8 °C in the upper zone and 12 °C in the lower zone.

CAVE 60 BU DZ D
The preset temperature is 12 °C in both zones.

Press the + or - buttons for the appropriate zone until required temperature shows
in the display.
The display shows set temperature when the cooler is on.

To change the temperature display from Celsius to Fahrenheit or Fahrenheit to
Celsius, press and hold key 4+5 button for 2 seconds. The display will show the
set value, °C/°F.

5.3 Light
Press the light button to switch the light ON or OFF.

To turn the light ON when door opens, press the light button for 6 seconds, the
display will show “OP”, which means door control function is ON.

To turn the light function OFF, press the light button for 6 seconds, the display will
show “CL”, which means the door control function is OFF.

5.4 Lock/unlock display
Press power button and + button at the same time for one second to lock/unlock
all buttons on the panel.

5.5 Door alarm
The wine cooler is equipped with an alarm that will sound if the door is left open
for more than 60 seconds. Close door or press any key to mute the alarm.

5.6 Defrosting
The wine cooler will defrost automatically every 4 hours for 20 minutes. During
defrost, the compressor stops, but the fan will keep running.

/. Wine storage

Optimal temperature selection

Whilst wine is best stored at temperatures between 13 °C and 15 °C, your wine can
also be stored at drinking temperature. For red wine, this is between 15 °C and
17 °C. For white wine, this is between 12 °C and 13 °C.

Light

A good wine does not like light. Sunlight, and even incorrectly positioned lamps,
may impair the wine. White wines are particularly sensitive. They should never
be exposed to direct light. Red wines are less sensitive, because the production
method and darker bottles help reduce the harmful effect of sunlight. Storing your
wine in a dark place will help preserve the wine for longer.

8. Cleaning & maintenance

* The interior of the cooler should be cleaned regularly to avoid odor.

* Switch off the appliance and unplug it. Take out any removable parts (e.g.
shelves) for cleaning.

* Clean the shelves with warm soapy water with a mild detergent, and dry with
a soft cloth. Do not put shelves in the dishwasher.

* Clean the inside and outside of the appliance, and the door seal, with warm
soapy water with a mild detergent. Prevent water from getting directly in to
the electronic unit or the lighting.

* Remove excess water with a dry soft cloth, and let air-dry.

* Never use abrasive, corrosive or flammable cleaning equipment or solvents.

* Never use steam cleaning equipment to clean the appliance. Steam could get
into the electrical components and cause a short circuit.

* Wipe the door seal with clean water only and then dry with a soft cloth. Never
use oils or grease to clean the door seal. These kinds of cleaning agents can
cause porosity or deterioration over time.

» Use an appropriate glass cleaner to clean the appliance door.

* Make sure you do not damage the data plate, which is located inside the
cooler, during cleaning. The data plate contains important information about
the cooler which will be required in the event of servicing.

* Any vents should be cleaned regularly with a brush or vacuum cleaner. Dust
accumulation increases the energy consumption of the appliance.

* If the appliance is left empty for long periods, switch off, defrost, clean, and
leave the door open to prevent mold developing.



16 9 Noises

Normal noises

Clicking: Clicking sounds occur when the compressor switches on or off, and when
the valve opens and closes.

Gurgling: Gurgling sounds occur when the cooling agent is circulating inside the pipes.
Humming: Humming sounds occur when the compressor is working. This sound can

be louder during starts and stops.

Other noises

Some noises can be rectified easily by:

* Levelling the appliance and installing it on a flat surface

* Moving the appliance away from adjacent units to separate them to prevent
contact between the appliance and adjacent units

* Placing the internal units (shelves, etc.) in the correct position

* Placing bottles in a stable, lying position

Smells/odors

Check for spillages throughout the cooler. Spillages may
cause odors if left unwashed. Clean as advised under clea-
ning and maintenance.
